Support of Hydraulic Fracturing
WHEREAS, several counties within the region covered by Progressive 15 are impacted in a very positive way economically by natural gas; and

WHEREAS, we are now able to produce natural gas from places previously thought impossible to develop because of advances in technology – this has given us the potential to transform our nation’s energy future, especially as we consider how to develop cleaner and more efficient energy; and

WHEREAS, development of oil share resources will generate significant employment opportunities and substantial state and county revenues; and

WHEREAS, any studies should have the participation of industry experts and the study should be based on the principles of sound science and include valid and accurate date from independent, credible sources; and

WHEREAS, even a temporary halting of hydraulic fracturing while federal regulations are determined could result in significant loss to the regional economy and economy;
